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I wish I could have rejoiced with so many of 
my fellow Americans at the inauguration of 
Barack Obama. I like the man. He seems 
humble, has a good sense of humor, and ap-
pears to be a genuinely nice guy. In 
previous elections the sheer arro-
gance of some of the extreme liber-
als has given me an emotional stake 
in hoping for their defeat. I did not 
have that feeling with Obama.  
 
I am thrilled that America has made 
such progress along racial lines as 
to make it possible for an African-
American to become president. 
Bigotry and racism have been a 
blight on our nation since its incep-
tion and it is wonderful to see the 
strides that have been taken for the better in 
the last generation.

While politicians scramble to fix our struggling econ-
omy so that we can once again afford our widescreen—high defi-
nition TVs, there is little concern to right the horrible wrong of 
our incessant slaughter of the most innocent of all people. May 
God have mercy on us! 
 
Let us pray that President Obama gets thoroughly and radically 
saved, starts believing the Bible, and begins to defend and pro-
tect the unborn babies of the United States.
