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SOGM celebrated our first School of Min-
istry graduation in this last trip. There was 
great enthusiasm among the graduates, 
their friends, and families as we held our 
graduation ceremony on Feb. 13. 21 
graduates proudly received their diplo-
mas, many of them pastors, and even a 
few Bishops. 
 

This was one of the most varied ministry 
trips Dennis has done in Africa. The min-
istry time included: a leadership confer-
ence in Webuye, Kenya, the graduation 
ceremony, and a ladies meeting (in which 
Benedicta ministered). Then the ministry 
venue shifted to Kumi, Uganda, where 
Dennis held another leadership confer-
ence along with an evangelistic crusade, 
and Benedicta ministered to around 300 
ladies. 
 

We had great attendance at the crusade 
meetings, where crowds estimated at be-
tween four and five thousand people at-
tended. 
 

While in Uganda we established two new 
schools of ministry , one in Kampala and 
one in Kumi. Also the school in Kenya 
which had its graduation is now receiving 
many requests to start another two year 
program. Africans, most of which cannot 
afford Bible School, are eager and even 
desperate to learn God’s word. Because 
of your generosity, we are doing what we 
can to meet that need.
